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Purpose: 
 
To prepare planting plan to compensate for the loss of woodland area that will occur during the operation of the 
Sarjeant Waverley Pit #2 located at Part Lot 78, 79, Part  Con 1WPR, 2WPR Twp of  Tiny. 
 
Report: 
 
I have included individual planting prescriptions on separate pages. Photographs have been included to show 
the natural regeneration occurring on adjacent fields.  
 
Species Selected: 
 
The tree species selected are native to the area and can be found locally  
 
Time Frame of Planting: 
 
Area 1, 2, and 3 will be planted within 5 years of the applications for Pit # 1 and Pit # 2 being approved. 
Area # 4 planting will take place in stages after the restoration of the area.  
  
Planting Method: 
 
A combination of hand planting and machine planting will be used depending on the terrain. Machine planting 
will occur on the flatter and stone free areas, while hand planting will occur on the hills and area of rock outcrop. 
 
Planting Pattern: 
 
Trees will be planted mostly in rows as this is the most practical and efficient way for planting as it allows 
access to the trees for future tending work. The edge of the fields will be planted at right angles to the inside  
rows to reduce visibility of the rows. We anticipate that natural regeneration will occur over a short time period 
that will fill in the area between the rows. 
 
Additional Planting Area: 
 
There is a 13.8 ha field adjacent to Area 3 that could be considered for treeplanting.  This field is currently being 
utilized for cash cropping (corn 2008). This area could be planted with an additional 23,000 trees 
 
The bottom area of Pit #1 could be planted if necessary.  Which is approximately 34.4 ha enough area for
